Instructions for the Application – 2011-2012 Season 

The Adam Litteken #6 Scholarship was established in honor of our teammate, classmate and friend whose time with us was all too short, but his lasting impact on us immeasurable.  Adam possessed many of the qualities that define this scholarship.  He played with passion, dedication, and a love for the game that started in early childhood.  While Adam played with intensity he never stopped having fun playing hockey, which was obvious by his trademark smile.  In being the ultimate teammate, Adam would be pleased to know his memory is helping contribute to the future of a teammate.

Purpose:  The purpose of this annual scholarship is to recognize a Francis Howell Central Spartan senior hockey player who has experienced academic and athletic success, by providing financial assistance toward the student’s continuing education.  The successful candidate will have demonstrated many of the following qualities: a commitment to academics; competitive hockey skills; leadership and sportsmanship qualities; participation in volunteer or community service; and a desire to continue post high school education.

Criteria for Scholarship consideration:

· Must be a member is good standing with the FHC Spartan Hockey Club

· Must be a senior graduating with his/her class

· Must have a minimum overall cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.50 at the completion of seven semesters
· Show qualities of leadership and sportsmanship
· Demonstrates an involvement in other activities – school and non-school related

· Must be planning to attend post secondary education at an accredited institution upon graduation

Award:  The 2012 award of $1,000 is a one-time grant for the 2012-2013 academic year, and will be paid directly to the post secondary education institution of the award recipient’s choice.  The award recipient will be announced at the FHC Hockey Club’s annual banquet held in March or April.  The award recipient will be required to provide a letter of admission from the post secondary education institution that the recipient will attend.

The award is not transferable and must be used during the stated academic year or it is voided.  The FHC Hockey Club reserves the right to not issue an award during any year in which any one candidate does not meet the stated criteria.

Application Process:

1. Complete and sign the Scholarship Application form
2. Submit a brief essay (250 words or less) about what playing sports has meant to you and the life skills you have developed as a result

3. Submit a minimum of two (2) Letters of Recommendation; one from a sports coach for whom you have played, and the other from a teacher, counselor, employer or member of the clergy.   The letter should outline your contributions to your team, school, church, employer and/or community.  An applicant may submit a third letter of recommendation from any individual with the exception of their parents.

4. Provide a copy of a cumulative report card showing academic work through the seventh (7th) semester.  It must include credits earned, GPA, and class rank.

5. Applicant should keep a copy of all application material for their records.

Note:  All application material must be completed by the candidate.

Deadline:  All application material must be postmarked to the Club PO Box by February 15, 2012.

Selection/Award Process:  Upon passing of the deadline for applications, all candidate information will be organized and provided to the Selection Committee.  The Selection Committee will consist of five individuals including the Litteken family.  None of the Selection Committee members will be current FHC Spartan Hockey Board members or Club members.
The individual Selection Committee members will independently make their decision and rank their top four choices.  They will then forward their results to the Club PO Box.  The decision of the Selection Committee will be kept strictly confidential until announced at the annual FHC Hockey Club banquet.
